Now What? – Week 2
Message Based Curriculum 

Opening
· Welcome your group, then open in prayer. Invite the Holy Spirit to speak through Scripture and one another as you consider your identity and calling in Christ.
· Introduce the theme: When Jesus rose from the dead, He didn’t just save us from something—He saved us for something. You are a new creation with a new mission: to live as Christ’s ambassador, sharing His message of reconciliation with a hurting world.

Discussion Questions
CONNECT
1. Do you remember a time when you had exciting news to share and couldn’t wait to tell someone? Tell us about it. 
2. Who first introduced you to Jesus or helped you understand the Gospel? What do you remember about their influence? 
DISCOVER
READ 2 CORINTHIANS 5:17-21 and MATTHEW 28:16-20 aloud together. 
3. Bible Reflection
· What stands out to you in these passages? 
· What does being an “ambassador for Christ” look like in everyday life? Do you know anyone who’s a good example of this? 
4. A New Creation
· How would you explain what it means to be a “new creation” to someone unfamiliar with church? 
· What’s different about the way you think, act, or love since you began following Jesus? 
· Have you ever tried to “just try harder to be better” rather than live from your new identity? 
5. Reconciliation
· What does the term “ministry of reconciliation” mean? 
· Can you name someone in your life who needs to know they’re not too far gone from God? What would it look like to share that with them? 
6. Obedience and Mission
· What has kept you from sharing your faith in the past? 
· What does it mean that Jesus is not just Savior but Lord? How does that apply to this topic? 

Bible Reflection
7. Ayren gave us three action steps: 
· READY – Prepare yourself (1 Peter 3:15) 
1. Are you prepared to give a reason for your hope? 
2. Do you know how to share your story clearly and confidently? 
· AIM – Pray for Opportunities (Colossians 4:2-6)
1. Are you aware of those around you who need to hear the Gospel? 
2. Do you have a heart for the lost that desires to see them reconciled to God? 
· FIRE – Rely on the Holy Spirit (1 Corinthians 2:12-14) 
1. What would change in your confidence if you truly believed the Spirit would give you the words? 
2. How might fear of rejection be reframed by trusting in the Spirit’s power? 

Prayer Time
· Either break into pairs or smaller groups or as a group share and pray for one another.
· Pray for Courage: to live as Christ’s ambassadors. 
· Pray for our Hearts: To be broken for the lost
· Pray for Boldness and Clarity: for those unsure of how to share their story.

Closing
· Wrap up with this final encouragement:
“You don’t have to be eloquent. You just have to say yes. You are not alone—the Holy Spirit goes with you. And everywhere you go can become an embassy for the Kingdom of Heaven.”

Encourage everyone to reread 2 Corinthians 5 this week and practice telling their story.
